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Minutes of the Yau Yee Football League Annual General Meeting 2011 held at

Item One – Minutes of the 2010 AGM held on 1 August 2010
Pete Tisman (Dynamo) proposed and Phil Murton (Mobsters) seconded the acceptance of the minutes, which were approved unanimously.

Item Two – Matters Arising

2. The Chairman noted the following matters arising from the minutes of the previous AGM –

a) Midweek training was available at King’s Park and a notice had been sent to teams.
b) Relegation & promotion games shall be played with the same kick-off time, or as close as is possible, when resources allow.
c) Mid-week matches: the League would continue to schedule as few mid-week matches as possible in the coming season.
d) The Chairman confirmed that we would be using Hope Medical for the supply of medical staff at games for the coming season.

Item Three – Chairman’s Report

3. The Chairman made the following main points in his report –

a)  The 2010-11 season had seen the closest finish in memory in the first division, with the championship decided in the last minute and on a goal difference of one.  The 6s and cup final were well attended. 
b) One team was entering 2011-2012 having received over 40 disciplinary points for the second successive season.
c) The dinner had been moved to Paramount Banquet restaurant in CWB, was well attended and included special guests and a lucky draw.

d) The Chairman wished to express special thanks to the league sponsors and to the AO.
Item Four – Treasurer’s Report

4. In the absentia of the Hon. Treasurer, Simon Lam, the Chairman presented the financial report for the season, making the following points –
a) To date the League had recorded a deficit of $2,026.00  for the 2010-11 season; and
b) Unaudited bank balance as at June 30, 2010 is $225,072.07.
c) There shall be no change of team annual fees for the coming season.
d) Colin Read (Hearts) proposed and Philip Murton (Mobsters) seconded the motion to accept the report, which was approved unanimously.

Item Six – Rule Changes

6. The Chairman advised members of the following proposed rule change which was passed unanimously by the members
a) 34 (Proposed).  Each team must complete its Team Sheet and hand this to the Referee or one of his or her Assistants before the start of a match.  Referees have been instructed not to start a match until after the have been given both Team Sheets.  Manual changes to the team Sheet are not allowed and will result in a deduction of 3 points and 3 goals and a fine of $500 for each offence in relation to a league match and for the same offence in relation to a cup match the offending team will be deemed to have lost the match with a score-line of 3-0 and will incur a fine of$500.  The non-offending team will be allowed back in to the competition regardless of the Cup round in which the offence took place.
Item Seven – New Teams

7. The Chairman confirmed that no new teams would be put forward to the members and that the current 50 teams was deemed as the optimum number and that any future applications or enquiries would be reviewed on a case by case basis.
Item Eight – Any Other Business
8. The following were discussed under AOB: -
a) Pete Tisman asked if there were any questions on the finances after the meeting,in what format could they be raised: the Chairman responded by saying that the Treasurer could be contacted at any time regarding league finances.
9. There was no further business, and the Chairman thanked members for their continued support for the League, and wished teams an enjoyable season in 2011-12.
