Notes & Agenda for YYL AGM 2011
The notice for the AGM has now been posted on the League website and sent to all member teams by email by divisional reps. The meeting will be held on Friday 24th August 2011 at HKFC at 7pm. We would welcome all teams to send more than one representative to the meeting (although only one member may vote) as it represents an excellent opportunity for teams/representatives to socialize with each other prior to the start of the new season and there will be snacks and drinks available after the meeting.  We would like to just remind all members of the procedures and agenda at the AGM.

1 Previous AGM minutes – the minutes from last year's AGM will be circulated at the meeting.

2 Matters Arising – from 2011 minutes.

3 Chairman's Report – This will include the previous and coming 2012-13 season.

4 Treasurer's Report – Audited accounts for last year will be circulated at the meeting.  Keith Goodman (Corinthians), a Chartered accountant has audited the accounts this year.

5 Rule Changes – The Exco proposes the following change to rule 20 (changes are in bold type).
	20.  (Proposed) When a team first registers a new player or re-registers a former player, the team must supply the player’s full name as shown on his or her Hong Kong identity card, international passport stamped with a valid entry visa for Hong Kong or Hong Kong Immigration Recognizance Document as well as his or her identity document number.  In addition a recent passportsize (identifiable) photo of the player must be submitted when registration takes place, in addition to a copy of the identity document.  This registration must be done via the League’s web site and it is the responsibility of the team representatives to keep a printed record of the registration details.  In keeping with the amateur nature of the league, no team shall pay players for playing for a team or offer them any form of financial inducement.  Any breach of this rule shall be dealt with by the Disciplinary Sub Committee as it sees fit.
The HKFRA will also be in attendance at the meeting to announce any FIF rule changes.

6.  New teams – Exco have received an application from HKFA to enter a youth team into the YYL fourth division.  After deliberation, exco has deicded to recommend that the team become probationary members of the YYL effective from the start of the 2012-13 season.  A representative from the HKFA will be in attendance at the meeting to answer any questions.
7 Election of Officers – All incumbent exco members, with the exception of Jon Southgate, are re-standing and we have had a nomination for Neil Jenson (Club Wanderers) proposed by Club Wanderers and seconded by Club Albion to be become a gen rep and also for Nick Bennett (Dynamo) proposed by Dynamo and seconded by Corinthians.
