Minutes of the Yau Yee Football League Annual General Meeting

Held at 1900hrs on 6th September 2006 at the Hong Kong Football Club.

1. Minutes of the last AGM held on September 6, 2006

Tom Vincent (Corinthians) proposes the acceptance of the last AGM minutes and this is seconded by John Carroll (GGFC) and carried unanimously.  Minutes of the previous AGM held on September 6, 2006 are confirmed.

2. Matters Arising

No matters arising from minutes of AGM 2005.

3. Chairman's Report

It is with sadness that the Chairman mentions four EXCO members are stepping down from their responsibilities.  Firstly Barry Wilson who has been the treasurer for many years and has revolutionized the accounts over this period in addition to pushing strongly for the website and assisting with the bookings at KGV.  Next is Kenny Lo who, with the exception of Edwin Lim, is currently the longest serving EXCO member; Kenny is currently the Div 4 rep and was asst secretary for many years.  In addition Vincent Yuen and Kenneth Kwok are stepping down and we thank all for their efforts whilst on EXCO.  The secretary, Wilson Hon, has received two nomination for EXCO and these are Nick Oates (Hearts) and Jon Southgate (Spartans).  
The Chairman expressed his special thanks to teams, especially teams from Div 4, which made their efforts to participate mid-week matches due t the land slide incident at the KPL pitch.  

The Chairman commented that the KPL pitch would soon be ready in about several times and the League should have sufficient pitch slots for the coming season. A preview of the entire annual fixture would be provided for all teams for better preparation for the coming season. The Chairman would also like to thank HKDC which continuously sponsored the League and teams.

4. Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer hands out a sheet with the accounts for the previous season and the budget for next season.  There had been a net gain of 55K during the previous season after two consecutive year loss.  The Treasurer comments that the final accounts of the previous are very close to the budget set a year ago with the consideration and investment in new medals, medical service, annual dinner, new web site built with bilingual function together with the sponsorship made by HKDC.
The proposed fees for the coming season are the same for the previous season.

The Chairman confirmed the account had been audited by Mark Hope (Colloids) previously.

Team rep of French Kiss asks why not reduce the annual fees if there is a net profit gained for from the previous year.  The Treasurer comments that the sponsorship is primarily for value-added investment and should not be accountable for regular expenditures; however, the Treasurer is willing to review the annual fees amount & structure at a later time.

Andy Raishbrook (Swiss XI) queries about the increase of referee fees.  The Treasurer comments that uppaid billed from the last season has rolled out discrepancies.

Andy Raishbrook (Swiss XI) proposes the account as being a true copy and this is seconded by Paul Hodgson (HKDC Hearts) and carried unanimously.
5. Election of Officers

The Chairman confirms that the procedures for the election of officers had been published on the website and that no additional nominations for EXCO had been received whereas Tom Vincent & John Carroll are elected during the AGM to be our upcoming season EXCO members . 6. Rule Changes

Nick Oates of HKDC Hearts had submitted the following changes to the YYL constitution:
1) That articles 2a and 2c of the constitution of the league be amended to incorporate the word "amateur" and thus read:

(a) to provide an opportunity for the Members to play competitive amateur football in a sporting and social environment;

(c) to set down regulations for the playing of competitive amateur football among Members in any form the League sees fit; or that the word "amateur" be otherwise highlighted in the constitution.

Walter Wong of HKRFA hands out a list of FIFA Laws of the Game changes as per enclosed and explains in fine details:- 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 4 – Players’ Equipments

• Equipment 

– The basic compulsory equipment of a player comprises the following separate items: 

• A jersey or shirt 

• Shorts – if thermal undershorts are worn, they are of the same main color as the shorts 

• Stockings 

• Shinguards 

• footwear 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 12 – Fouls and Misconduct

• Cautionable Offences 

– Fails to respect the required distance when play is restarted with a corner kick, free kick or thrown-in 

– A substitute or substituted player is cautioned and shown a yellow card if he commits any of the following three offences: 

1. Is guilty of unsporting behaviour 

2. Shows dissent by word or action 

3. Delays the restart of play 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 12 – Fouls and Misconduct

• Sending-off Offences 

– A player, substitute or substituted player is sent off and shown the red card if he commits any of the following seven offences: 

– A player, substitute or substituted player who had been sent off and shown the red card must leave the vicinity of the field of play and the technical area 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 14 – The Penalty Kick

• The player taking the penalty kick infringes the Laws of The Game: 

– If the ball does not enter the goal, the referee stops play and restarts the match with an indirect free kick to the defending team, from the place where the infringement occurred. 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 14 – The Penalty Kick

• A team-mate of the player taking the kick infringes the Law of The Game: 

– If the ball does not enter the goal, the referee stops play and restarts the match with an indirect free kick to the defending team, from the place where the infringement occurred. 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 14 – The Penalty Kick

• A team-mate of the goalkeeper infringes the Law of The Game: 

– The referee allows the kick to proceed 

– If the ball enters the goal, a goal is awarded 

– If the ball does not enter the goal, the kick is retaken 

• A player of both the defending team and the attacking team infringe the Laws of the Game: 

– The kick is retaken 

2006 LOTG:

LAW 17 – The Corner Kick

• Procedure 

– Opponents remain at least 9.15m (10 yards) from the corner arc until the ball is in play

Additional Instructions

• Delaying the restart of play 

– Referee must caution players who delay the restart of play by tactics such as: 

• Provoking a confrontation by deliberately touching the ball after the referee has stopped play 

• Jewelery 

– Referees are reminded that, in accordance with 

Law 4, players may not wear any kind of jewellery, which is dangerous for himself or another player. If it is dangerous must be removed. It cannot be taped. 

The Chairman hands out the proposed list of all rule changes.  After much deliberation it is decided to vote on all the rule changes presented and discussed, and carried unanimously
7. New teams

The case of Green Tree’s expulsion is discussed and Green Tree also explains its points of view.  The Chairman proposes to vote for the case by simple majority.  Motion of Green Tree’s expulsion is voted down whereas Green Tree is to stay at the League. 

The Chairman proposes HKDC Mobsters and WYFC06 as new member teams in the YYL.  Both teams have shown value-added to the League.  Both teams’ applications to join the League are voted to accept by simple majority.
8. Any Other Business (AOB)

Member teams express the importance of higher degree of transparency of the League and the EXCO’s decision.

Query is made to the eligibility of registering ex-players of long-term suspended teams; such as French Dragons, ECA, and etc.  The Chairman comments that all cases are treated individually and request could be made to the EXCO.

French Kiss comments if the League could provide any assistance on verifying player’s eligibility.

Nick Oates (HKDC Heart) comments if the new AO could liaise better with the HKFA as for verifying the player’s eligibility.  The Chairman comments that player’s eligibility is always the responsibility of individual teams.

Shyam Nainani (KCC Dragons) asks why the League does not penalize individual ineligible players.  The Chairman comments that there is no rule to empower us to do so.

HOB expresses its concerns whether if there a thoughtful consultation with Div 4 teams would be imposed re enlarging the total number of teams at Div 4.

Andy Raishbrook (Swiss XI) comments about the poor pitch condition at Community Sports.  The Treasurer comments that our ressure and deman for taking up CS pitch is becoming less.  Decision in bringing in new teams should focus on the ability of brining in new pitch venue.

Wilson Hon (Hoo Cheung) expresses its special thanks to Barry Wilson & Kenny Lo for their dedicated service to the League and the EXCO.Wilson Hon (Hoo Cheung) confirms that referees of the last match at KGV would manage to collect the corner flags with the assistance from teams back to the security booth of the KGV facility and thanks for HKFRA’s kind assistance on that.There being no further business the meeting finished at 2130pm.
